Many like the idea of receiving payouts
year after year, which adds extra excitement to the games.”

Baird’s top-prize win may also benefit the Quick 1 Food Mart located at
7181 Dixie Drive in Houston, which is now eligible to receive a $10,000 retailer
bonus for selling the winning ticket.

Don’t assume you’ve seen the last of Baird. He says he’ll continue to play
and, hopefully, win.

Said Baird, “After this, I’ll definitely keep going.”

Tonight’s Texas Two Step® drawing boasts an advertised jackpot of $1.4
million, and tomorrow’s Mega Millions® jackpot is worth an estimated $71
million.
